All candidates MUST provide a two page CV including details of their current affiliation, current position, research experience and list of publications.

All nominations are discussed and voted on at a specially convened meeting of the Council (September 4th, 2009).

Newly elected members will be invited to attend the Council’s proposed Meeting on Thursday September 10th in Dublin and their election ratified at the next Annual General Meeting in Galway (March 3rd, 2010).
