TRAVEL AWARDS
The Association recognizes the important contribution that young scientists make to the Annual Meeting and the valuable experience that they gain from presenting their research at this National Meeting. While it has been necessary to increase the costs of registration for this meeting across all categories of researcher, the Association wishes to particularly encourage young scientists to continue to attend this meeting. So as to encourage and recognise the significant work associated with presenting an Abstract at the annual meeting the Association has created Travel Awards of €250 each. Only Graduate Students enrolled for a PhD, MSc, or MD degree, in their first three years of study are eligible to apply. Students must be registered with their respective university and may be requested to provide evidence of their status and letter of support from their supervisor.

Instructions:
1. At the end of the Abstract form there is a box for the author to indicate if they are both eligible and wish to apply for a IACR Travel Award. Only abstracts that are ticked at the time at submission will be considered.
2. Following the initial review by the IACR committee, abstracts that are eligible for a Travel Award will be reviewed by a Sub-Committee who will determine the final distribution of Travel Awards (based on the highest scoring abstracts).
3. Successful awardees will be informed of the outcome of their application and must register in advance of the annual IACR meeting.
4. The Travel Awards will be distributed at the Gala Dinner and all awardees must be in attendance or they will not receive their award.

5. A certificate and cheque will be presented to the awardees. 
6. The names of the Awardees will be listed on the IACR website and within the conference booklet.
